Notes

- Regional anaesthetic techniques at the anaesthetist’s discretion
IV Paracetamol 15mg/kg QID (7.5mg/kg <10kg). Max dose 1g
PO NSAID: Ibuprofen 10mg/kg TID. Max dose 400mg

Oral Morphine 0.1-0.2mg/kg 6hrly PRN. Max dose 10mg
